General Information 

1. Schedule: 
Check-in  7:00 a.m. - 9:00 a.m. 
Educational Contest 9:00 a.m.  
Show Begins  10:00 a.m.   ** Showmanship followed by Commercial Ewes and Market Classes  

 
2. All classes are open to youth age 8 and not yet 22 as of January 1, 2018. 

 
3. Entry Fee is $20 per lamb if entered by May 28, 2017. Entry fee is $30 per lamb after May 28 and will be accepted 

until the day of show. Stall fee is $11.00 per stall – unless paid with Saturday MJLS show entry. 
 

4. Premiums/Awards: Grand Champion Lamb will receive $250 cash and prize, Reserve Grand Champion Lamb will 
receive $150 and prize. Class premiums will be paid to top 4 in class that have 6 or more lambs in class. Top two 
will be paid in classes with five or fewer lambs.  Market Lambs will show in weight divisions. Division Champions 
will receive $50 cash and prize. Reserve Division Champions will receive $25 cash and prize.  
 

5. There is no limit on the number of sheep entries per exhibitor, however; only two premiums will be paid per 
exhibitor per class. Awards or premiums will be presented in each of the contests.  
 

6. Sheep pens must be cleaned out before leaving the Pavilion. Exhibitors must use only pens that are 
assigned for use at the Michigan Junior Sheep Spectacular and MSU Block and Bridle Lamb Show.  
 

7. All Sheep must remain inside the MSU Pavilion once they are checked in. 
 

8. Sheep with visible prolapses or skin conditions will not be allowed to be exhibited. 
 

9. All market lambs must be slick shorn within 5 days prior to weigh in at this show. 
 

10. No muzzles on lambs at any time. 
 

11. Pens must be bedded with natural bedding (wood shavings, straw, etc.)  No carpet. 
 

12. Humane handling practices of sheep are required at all times. 
 

13. No drench feeding of lambs for gut fill. 
 

14. In the show ring, after the sheep is set (or needs to be reset) and the exhibitor is bracing the lamb, the front feet 
must be on the ring surface. 
 

15. Health Requirements- sheep with clinical signs of infectious, contagious, or toxicological disease will not be 
permitted to show and should not be unloaded at the show site. In addition, because of the USDA requirements for 
inter and/or intrastate movement of sheep, the MSU Block and Bridle Club show will require that all sheep 
(breeding and market lambs) must have official USDA Identification (ID) ear tags. 
 

Market Lambs 
 



1. Classes will be determined by weight on day of show. Classes will be divided with approximately equal numbers 
per class. There will be three division champions and reserve champions. All Suffolk, Hampshire, Oxford, 
Shropshire, Natural Colored, and black-faced crossbreds will show by weight in Division 1 through 3. All white 
face, speckles, and other breeds will show by weight in Division 4.    
 

2. This show is open to out of state exhibitors. All out of state lambs must have health papers with respective State 
stamp. 
 

3. All lambs entered in this show will be weighed in between 7:00 and 9:00 a.m. Sunday morning. 
 

4. A commercial ewe lamb division will be offered, but this division champion will NOT be considered for champion 
overall honors. Ewe lambs may either be shown in the market class or commercial ewe lamb class, but NOT in 
both. 
 

Jackpot Showmanship 
 

1. Showmanship will proceed from oldest to youngest. 
 

2. Showmanship classes will be divided by age in the following groups: 8-10, 11-13, 14-17 and 18-21. Please 
include the exhibitor’s birth date on the entry form; age is as of January 1, 2018. A $5.00 fee will be collected at 
the gate. Payback 50% to 1st place, 30% to 2nd place and 20% to 3rd place in each age division.  
 

3. Exhibitors must show their own animal. If exhibitors are late to their showmanship class, they will not be allowed 
to enter any remaining classes. 
 

Educational Contest 
 

1. A written test will be held as an educational contest. There will be 4 divisions; : 8-10, 11-13, 14-17 and 18-21. 
 

2. The written test will be open in the classrooms at 9:00 a.m. in the Pavilion classrooms. Reading assistance will be 
provided to exhibitors if needed.
