To expand this game, pick a familiar story such
as “Goldilocks and the Three Bears,” and try to
describe each part of the story as you toss your
cube.

Take the cube home to help you to remember the
definition of each story part. You may also use it
to remember details about a story you have read.

Instructions for Assembling a Cube Handout

1. Color the story cube.

2. Cut out the story cube
pattern on the outer edge.

3. Place the bottom face down
and fold up the sides on the
dotted lines.

4. Fold the tabs to the inside
of the cube.

5. Fasten the tabs to the
inside of the cube sides
with tape.
