MSU pre-college scholarship 
opportunity
Participants who will enter eighth, ninth, tenth and 
eleventh grades after attending 4‑H Exploration Days 
are eligible for nomination to apply for a $2,000 
MSU Pre-College Scholarship. 4‑H Exploration Days 
participants will be invited to apply for nomination by 
writing an essay. Five percent of eligible participants 
will be chosen to represent 4‑H Exploration Days and 
complete the scholarship application process through 
the MSU Admissions Office. Scholarships will be 
applied toward the recipient’s first year at MSU as a 
degree-seeking student. 

What does 4‑H Exploration Days cost?
The cost for the 2024 event is $220, which includes 
two nights’ lodging in a residence hall, meals, learning 
sessions, an event T-shirt and free-time activities. 
Contact your local MSU Extension office to find out 
if your county 4‑H program offers scholarships for 
youth participants.

Who should attend?
All young people ages 12 to 19 are invited to join the 
fun! You don’t need to be a 4‑H member to attend. 
Adults who would like to serve as event chaperones 
should contact their county 4‑H program coordinator.

How do I register?

Registration will open March 25 and close April 19, 
2024. You’ll want to register early – sessions fill up 
fast and are assigned on a first-come, first-served 
basis!
