O Follow all instructions
O Review proposal
O Access the application early
O Ask others to review your
application
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BUILD A STRONG APPLICATION
O Tell a compelling story
in the narrative
O Be sure your budget matches
your narrative
O Obtain strong letters of support
O Gather other necessary documentation
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WAIT FOR THE ANNOUNCEMENT
O Be patient
O Respond quickly to
requests from funders
O Provide necessary paperwork
O Look for communication
