4-H members do not have to exhibit the project at the Eaton

County Fair to qualify for an award and may submit an award

application for any number of years in the project. Members must be

currently enrolled in the project in 4-H Online.

The county awards committee will select the winners and awards

will be presented at the 4-H Council Participation Celebration.
