• Stable weather conditions – thus less volatility 

• Current policies remain in place – “business as 
usual”
– Trade policies –> absence of trade controls unless 

already implemented
– Producer support / subsidies remain as is
– Government procurement policies

• Oil price increasing from $45 in 2016 to $63 by 
2022

• Past decade growth underpinned by three main 
factors
– Improved business and macro-economic environment
