— Limited access to reliable /lucrative markets
— Quality aspect for export

— Limited/poor market structures

— Poor functioning Farmer Organisations (FOs)-associations/cooperatives

National Agricultural Policies (NAP) Approved and launched in 2016

National Agricultural Investment Plan (NAIP) Launched in June 2018. NAPAS conducted 12 value chain
studies to inform NAIP development and implementation.

- National Irrigation Policy (NIP) Approved and launched in 2016
| Contract Farming Strategy (CES) Approved in 2016. Currently NAPAS supporting development

of regulatory framework

National Seed Policy (NSP) and Seed Act Approved and launched in May 2018. Seed Act to be developed
