Gladwin County 4-H Leaders Council Scholarship Policy 

 

 
1. Scholarships for events will be paid for youth and adults by the Gladwin County 4-H 

Leaders’ Council as follows: 

 

 Full amount for all events except:   

i. Exploration Days- half of cost will be provided by Council 

ii. Great Lakes Natural Resources Camp- $150 provided 

iii. Vet Science Camp- $150 provided 

iv. 4-H summer camp- half of cost will be provided by Council 

 Adults will be provided a scholarship for half the cost of the event they are 

attended, as long as they are a VSP approved adult and enrolled in 4-H online 

 

2. Those receiving scholarships are to submit a short essay the leaders’ council after attending 

the event on what they learned. No more than one page 

 

3. We ask that youth volunteer their time at some county wide programs as well. Some 

Volunteer opportunities are listed below. We do not expect youth who receive a 

scholarship to attend every program   

 

 Working at the fair 4-H Concession stand  

 Helping at the annual 4-H Fish Fry 

 Helping out at 4-H community events as they become available  

 Being a teen leader or being in the mentor program
