The day will include both individual and team competition with 
classes of beef cattle, Boer goats, sheep and swine. 

Contest divisions include:
• 4-H Juniors - Ages 8-13 as of January 1
• 4-H Seniors - Ages 14-19 as of January 1
• FFA Junior High - Youth that recently completed seventh or eighth grade
• FFA High School – Youth that recently completed grades 9-12
• MLE - Ages 8-21 as of January 1 and not a member of 4-H or FFA
• Cloverbuds - Age 7 as of January 1, non-competitive
