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Yellow-faced bees
e (Hylaeus spp.)

e Found on small florets such as
dill, yarrow, or Queen Anne’s
lace

e [ ack pollen-collecting hairs
and ingest pollen in special
stomach

e Resemble tiny wasps, virtually
hairless
