Euphydryas phaeton

Overwinter as larvae in leaf litter
at base of host plants
Prefer wet or dry meadows or
bogs
Adults nectar on milkweed,
viburnum and wild rose
Larvae feed on several plants
including turtlehead, hairy
beardtongue, false foxglove
