PROBLEMS ARE USUALLY SCAMS. EMAIL ADDRESSES AND REQUESTS TO KEEP SECRETS ARE ALSO RED FLAGS. SOMEONE |
KNOW RECEIVED AN EMAIL SAYING THEY HAVE OVERDUE TOLLS AND SAID CLICK ON THE LINK TO SEE. THEY TEXTED
SOMEONE THEY KNEW AND LEARNED IT WAS A SCAM.

PEOPLE FALL FOR SCAMS BECAUSE SCAMMERS USE FEAR AND EXCITEMENT TO MAKE PEOPLE ACT QUICKLY. EVEN SMART
PEOPLE CAN BE TRICKED WHEN THEY ARE STRESSED OR DISTRACTED. LEARNING ABOUT SCAMS, ASKING QUESTIONS, AND
TAKING TIME TO THINK CAN HELP KIDS, TEENS, AND ADULTS MAKE SAFER DECISIONS. KNOWING MISTAKES CAN HAPPEN
MAKES IT EASIER TO SPEAK UP, REPORT SCAMS, AND HELP FRIENDS AVOID THE SAME PROBLEMS IN THE FUTURE.
