Lead environmental and outdoor educaƟon acƟviƟes for youth aƩending the Quiet Adventures Symposium : An annual event featuring semi-
nars and presentaƟons by noted outdoor authors, researchers, and conservaƟonists. The symposium is hosted by the Quiet Water Society, 
whose mission is to promote non-motorized (quiet) outdoor recreaƟon. 

· Sensory Table - geared towards very young kids, consisƟng of rice, cornmeal, etc. with measuring tools, toys, etc. that they can play with. 
· Trash to Treasures - use a variety of "trash" items to create puppets (or other projects). The focus would be on liƩering, trash, & recycling. 
· Fashion a Michigan Fish - Youth would create (draw) fish incorporaƟng characterisƟcs from adaptaƟon cards that they select. The adapta-
Ɵon cards would include things such as coloraƟon/camouflage, body shape/form, mouth type, etc. 
· Build a Bug - Like the fish acƟvity, youth would create their own bugs, using various craŌ supplies to represent adaptaƟons. 
· Foil Boats - design and build a boat with aluminum foil., then test its buoyancy by puƫng it in water and placing pennies on it unƟl it sinks. 
· Bird Feeders - Pinecone feeders and feeders made from plasƟc boƩles.
