Adults feed on flow-
ers and leaves, cre-
ating small rounded
or irregularly shaped
holes.

Management:
Adults can be hand
picked, but it is
important to wear
gloves because
these insects release a caustic substance when
crushed that can cause blisters and welts on
the skin. Contact insecticides may be used to
control the adults.
