Eligibility Requirements

e Must be a graduating high school senior, or currently attending a college, university, trade or technical
school, etc.

e Plan to be a full time student and carry at least 12 credit hours.
e Must hold a minimum 2.5 grade point average or above.
e Demonstrate good citizenship qualities in school and/or community.

e Be currently or previously enrolled in Jackson County 4-H Youth programs. If animal projects were
shown in performance, must also have shown in showmanship.

e Acceptance at an accredited college, university, post-educational institution trade or technical school.
e Two letters of recommendation from teachers.

e Letter of recommendation from a 4-H Leader.

Selection Criteria

Selection of the scholarship recipient(s) will be based on a demonstration of good citizenship and academic
success. Organization, content, grammar, spelling, and ability to follow directions will be considered when
selecting recipients. All work must be that of the applicant.

*Award recipient will be asked to donate 2 hours of their time to the KMS Silent Auction during the Small or
Large Animal Auction.

$750.00 annually (non-renewable)
Recipients may only receive the scholarship one time

Deadline for Application
March 15™ of the year in which the award is granted.
