AVAILABLE. No dogs allowed except for service dogs. Back number assighed will be used for entire series, so keep it. :)

** PAYBACKS: If you want to add Payback to your Barrels and/or Poles run, that run will count for points and a 50%/20%/10%
payback. Payback is OPEN to 8+, NOT by age division.
