Going home: Biosecurity tips for animals that travel off the farm

Animals that are exhibited at the county fair, jackpot shows, and other exhibitions are likely near and dear to their exhibitor’s hearts.
Michigan State University Extension offers these biosecurity steps exhibitors can take to protect their show animals and those that were
left at home once the event has ended.

» Keep animals that left home separate from animals that did not for a minimum of 14 days. If at all possible, do not allow nose-to-nose
contact and provide as much distance between animals.

« Disinfect all buckets, feeders, tools and footwear that left home.

» Throw away any feed or hay that left home.

» Always wear clean clothes and footwear. Boot coverings may be helpful when caring for isolated animals.

* Take care of animals that stayed home from the show first, and animals that were at the show second. Do not go back and forth
between animals as this increases the risk of cross-contamination.

* Do not eat or drink in the barn.

» Observe animals daily for signs and symptoms of illness, such as:

* Obvious pain or discomfort
