Who

Michigan 4-H members currently enrolled in a Macomb County 4-H program and are 11 to 19 years of age as of
January 1 of the current program year are eligible for the Macomb County 4-H Awards Program. The Macomb
County 4-H Awards Program is divided into two age divisions: Junior (4-H ages 11-14) and Senior (4-H ages 15-19).

All applications are due by September 16th to the Macomb County MSU Extension office. All winning applicants will be
invited to participate in the County Awards celebration.
