Applicant must: 

• Submit a completed application (hard copy/electronic) to the Extension Office by April 17, 2020. 
• Submit a short essay (200 words or less) on “What I have learned from being part of the 4-H 

program with specifics in shooting sports” 
• Submit a headshot photo to be used in press-release 
• Provide two sealed letters of recommendation from high school teacher or counselor and one 

from 4-H leader or Shooting Sports Instructor 
• Submit documentation of 10 hours of volunteer time (hour log, official letter, etc) 
• Participate in an interview with the awards committee on April 22, 2020. Sign up for interview 

time slots will be available starting February 1, 2020 at https://bit.ly/31xhGZm  

Selection will be set by the scholarship committee and the winners will be announced at their school 
honors program, where appropriate. Winners will also be encouraged to attend the Youth Recognition 
program at a date to be announced. 

The cash award will be given when the recipient has successfully completed their first semester of 
school.
