The three-day event, open to high-school-aged youth, includes tours of the
Michigan Capitol, interactions with state legislators, meetings with state
agency staff, lobbyists and state-level experts and learning how policy is
made. During the program, youth work in small teams to draft legislation on:

human services; and jobs and the economy.

The cost to register in 2025 is $365, which includes most meals, materials, and lodging at the Okemos Conference Center.
