Be patient on the processing page. It may take a few minutes for the payment to process. 

When the page says “Thank you for your payment,” you must hit the SUBMIT button on the bottom 

right of the page. You want to make sure that your progress for registration ends at 100% completion

You will then see a pop-up box that asks if you would like to add another attendee. Please register all 

youth first before registering adults.

The dashboard will show up and you 

can review the balances and orders (participants registered). This means you have completed your 

registration.
