NATIONAL FINDINGS

The recovery in travel spending plateaued
for the week ending July 18, remaining
oven with the prior week, With the
exception of the boost seen around the July
A" holiday weekend, travel spending growth
has slowed substantially aover the past
maonth, seaing just a 9% increase compared
to four weeks ago.

Mational weekly travel spending equaled the
previous week, tallying 115 billion. There
has been a shift in type of travel compared
to last week, as air trips fell 4% but was
compensated by an B% increase in car trips.

The travel economy measured 51% below
last year's levels for the week ending July
18th, registering a $12.0 billion loss when
comparad to the same week a year ago.

Since the beginning of March, the COVID-19
pandemic has resulted in a $297 billion in
losses for the LS. travel economy.
