4-H Veterinary Science Teen and Adult Leaders Workshop


Date: February 21, 2014 - February 22, 2014�Location: Kettunen Center, 14901 4H Drive, Tustin, MI 49688 


Explore animal systems and learn about animal health for a broad array of animal species. Come prepared to learn from others, share information and experiences, ask questions and quiz veterinarians about their careers.  You will also participate in hands-on demonstrations that will teach you how to help members recognize healthy, sick, or injured animals.  Meet other youth that have developed outstanding veterinary science projects and gain ideas to help others start their own vet science projects.  Open to adult and teen volunteers ages 13 (as of January 1, 2014) and older. This workshop is February 21-22, 2014 beginning with dinner Friday evening and ending after lunch on Saturday. Theme


The theme of the essay is “Because of 4-H I can...”


Eligibility


To be eligible for this contest, the applicant must:


1. Be a 4-H member between the ages of 11 and 12. Eleven year old members who complete the essay are eligible to travel as part of the Delta County Expo Days Gang for Exploration Days.


2. Write an essay that focuses on the theme, “Because of 4-H I can…”


3. Follow these guidelines, when submitting an essay.


a. All essays must be computer generated, typed or handwritten in blue or black ink on 8 ½ x 11” paper, single sided, in 500 words or less (no more than 2 pages in length). If typed, use a 12 pt. font


b. Put your name and county in the top right-hand corner of each sheet of paper (including the first page). Do not include photos or other graphics in your essay!


c. The essay must be held together with a paperclip. Do not staple your essay or put essays into binders or folders.


d. Do not use a cover page.


e. All essays and media release forms must be turned into your county office by March 1


Selection


Individuals may only be selected for this award once. Each county will have the opportunity to select up to two winning essays. The winning essays will be forwarded to the State Coordinator for Mark of Excellence and will be added to the Mark of Excellence history book at the Michigan 4-H Foundation, State 4-H Office and Kettunen Center. The authors of the winning essays will receive a certificate and medal and may receive other recognition locally.


Note: While participation in 4-H Exploration Days is not required, it is strongly encouraged. County representatives will be responsible for all costs related to 4-H Exploration Days. 





 Delta County 4-H Citizenship Challenge


Active citizens are the building blocks of a democracy and Michigan 4-H recognizes the importance of developing good citizens among our youth. A democracy is only as strong as the citizens that make it up, and strength comes from having the knowledge, skills, and attitudes to work for the common good. By using the knowledge, skills, and attitudes of a good citizen in their own communities, youth can take action to influence public policy.


Decisions are made every day that affect issues in our community and it is our local government that makes the majority of decisions that uniquely affect our communities. These elected officials and many other appointed local government employees work to improve the quality of life in their districts by providing services and creating policy. It is our responsibility as good citizens to communicate with them our wants and needs. Citizens can make their voices heard by simply attending a governmental meeting and speaking face to face with these decision makers.


Consider attending a Delta County Board of Commissioners meeting as a club, a small group of members, or a family to see how our community government operates and how the decision they make affect you and those in our community.


The Board meets at 5:15 in the circuit court room of the county courthouse, 310 Ludington Street, on following days in 2014:

Meetings of the Whole, Committee meetings, budget meetings, and special meetings are also held by the County Board and can give you great insight into the local community decision making process. These meetings are only posted on the bulletin board in the courthouse. 4-H Staff will make every effort to post these meetings on the Delta County 4-H Facebook page to give you the opportunity to observe local government in action first hand.





Here are a few questions to help you in your observations of a county board meeting.


Can you figure out who some of the people are that are at this meeting – both as officials at the meeting and as members of the audience? What are some of their responsibilities?


What types of issues are being discussed at the meeting?


What issue or issues seem of major concern at the present time? Can you describe some of the different viewpoints on that issue? How does the issue affect young people in your community?


Are there any examples of citizens being actively involved with the decisions being made by the county board? (For example, a citizen might be giving testimony, writing letters, or otherwise actively participating in the process.)


What decisions were made at this meeting? What did the member’s vote on? How will these decisions affect the community?


Diminishing income streams due to decisions made by this board have resulted in continually reduced allocation and support for MSU Extension and 4-H Programs. Become an active and an engaged citizen and voice your wants and needs to the Delta County Board of Commissioners. Take this project a step further and gain some public speaking experience by taking advantage of your right to communicate your wants and needs as a citizen. Tell the story of how 4-H and Extension benefits you, your family, and your community.

While all State 4-H Award winners receive a plaque, seniors (16 to 19 years) receive a $200 cash award, while juniors (age 13 to 15) receive a $50 cash award.

Research shows that youth who have positive experiences with science, technology, engineering and math (STEM)-related projects are more likely to pursue education and careers in math, science and engineering, and National 4-H has placed increased importance on integrating science education into many 4-H programs and projects. But for volunteers without a professional science background, introducing STEM topics can seem daunting. The final session of the 2013-2014 North Central Regional Volunteer e-Forum will teach 4-H leaders how to find the science in any 4-H project or program.
