Kids Walk to School 
Kids Walk to School is a service learning and action project option for Junior Citizen Planner.
The Kids Walk-to-School program encourages physical activity among children by showing communities how to make it safer and more enjoyable for kids to walk to and from school. It encourages individuals and organizations to work together to identify and create safe walking and biking routes to school.
The guide promotes four very important issues - physically active travel, safe and walkable routes to school, crime prevention, and healthy environments. These elements make communities more livable and will help residents improve health through physical activity. 
Kids Walk-to-School is a program that aims to get children to walk and bicycle to and from school in groups accompanied by adults. This gives kids a chance to be more physically active, to practice safe pedestrian skills, and to learn more about their environment by direct observation.
