Here are a few reminders about weigh-in/tagging rules:

*  ALL cattle must have an RFID tag in their ear before they are transported.
If you don’t have the ability to tag the animal at home, please bring the
RFID tag and tagger with you and we will get it in the ear at tagging.

» Animals MUST be tagged in at the spring weigh-in in order to be shown at the 4-H Youth Show.

»  Exhibitors are allowed to tag in up to 4 animals, but can only exhibit 2 at the Youth Show

» All males must be castrated before tagging

* All sheep and goats must have a Scrapies tag or tattoo in order to exhibit at the 4-H Youth Show

»  Exhibitors wishing to exhibit in the commercial lamb class must provide a receipt of purchase at weigh
in that is within the current market range for feeder lambs for market.

« Lambs cannot exceed 110 pounds at the spring weigh-in

» All market hogs must be tagged at the spring weigh-in, but they will NOT be weighed. Hogs are not
allowed to leave the trailer.
